As the first state court in the nation to implement electronic filing in 1991, the
Superior Court has direct experience with eFiling through LexisNexis File & Serve
with the speed, efficiency, storage savings and cost savings that electronic filing
provides the Court, counsel and litigants. Eventually the system will apply to all civil
filings in the Superior Court. This Directive is made to expand the use of eFiling to
all cases filed as civil appeals.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS DIRECTED as follows:

DESIGNATION OF CASES FILED AS CIVIL

Effective July 1, 2011, all Civil Appeals from
Boards, Agencies, Commissions and Courts, including
Certioraris, filed with the Prothonotary in any county shall

be filed electronically using the LexisNexis File & Serve
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eFiling system; provided, that a paper copy of the certified
record and evidence of the proceedings below must be
filed. An electronic copy of those documents is not

required.
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
