RULE 11 AGREEMENT APPROVING USE

OF ELECTRONIC SERVICE OF DOCUMENTS IN SILICA CASES

Defendants in silica cases pending in the State of Texas, by and through their attorneys of record, stipulate that the electronic service of a pleading or other document using the LexisNexis File and Serve services shall be considered as valid and effective service on all designated recipients pursuant to Rule 21(a) of the Texas Rules of Civil Procedure, and shall be construed in the same manner as a telephonic document transfer for purposes of the Rule, except that any such service completed by 5:00 pm Central Standard Time shall be deemed service on that date.


Every pleading, document and instrument served electronically shall bear a facsimile or typographical signature of at least one of the attorneys of record, along with the typed name, address, telephone number and State Bar number of said attorney.  Typographical signatures shall be treated exactly as personal signatures for purposes of electronically served documents under the Texas Rules of Civil Procedure.


This Agreement, or a copy thereof, may be filed in any silica case pending in any court in the state of Texas.  This Agreement shall apply only to the electronic service of documents upon other defense counsel.  All defense counsel and defendants that are a party to this agreement shall file original pleadings with the Court in traditional form.


Any Defense Counsel who signs below shall not allow another person, firm, corporation or party to utilize his or her password in connection with this service.  In the event a defendant changes its attorney of record, the password for the old attorney of record shall be cancelled and that defendant shall not be allowed to participate in this agreement or the Lexis/Nexis service until its new attorney of record signs this agreement.  Unauthorized use of a password terminates the attorney and his clients participation in this agreement and the uses of the service.
